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Hitachi-no-Kuni Long Trail is a 320-km-long (tentative) trail through 6 cities and towns in the northern part of the Kanto
region, accessible by JR lines, express buses, and private cars throughout the year.
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A section crossing certificate will be issued to those who have completed the C-01 to C-77 / SE-01 to SE-53 / NE-01 to NE-51 sections of the Hitachi-no-Kuni Long Trail.

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Please read the 2D code on the right and fill out the application form. The certificate (PDF) will be sent to you by e-mail within two weeks of receipt of your application.
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In order to walk the Hitachi-no-Kuni Long Trail safely and enjoyably, here are some precautions to follow. To walk
the trail comfortably, be grateful for the trail and protect the environment. For your own safety, make sure you have
adequate trekking equipment, check the map carefully, and plan your trip well. In addition, be sure to check the
following features of the trails in the areas on this map.
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+ Unauthorized parking on private property in the vicinity is extremely inconvenient, so please do not do so.
« Part of the course is designated as part of the Hanazono-Hananuki Prefectural Natural Park area of Ibaraki Prefecture. In order to protect the beautiful scenery and nature,
please do not enter outside the course without permission. No encampments o fires are allowed on the course on this map, except at designated encampment sites.

« There are 2D codes on the signposts on the course, and when you scan them with your smartphone or other device, your current location will be displayed on the map.
