Here are a few stories about
these local resources that will enhance your
trip on the Hitachi-no-Kuni Long Trail. It
corresponds to the map on the surface, so
please refer to it based on the icon.
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In order to walk the Hitachi-no-Kuni Long
Trail safely and enjoyably, here are some
precautions to follow. To walk the trail
comfortably, be grateful for the trail and
protect the environment. For your own
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Mt.Tatsuware area is located in a somewhat inaccessible
remote area in the northern part of Ibaraki Prefecture. The
area is not high in elevation, but it is prone
to fog, giving the mountain area a quiet and
solemn atmosphere. Mt.Tatsuware is a

mountain of faith with the Kurosaki Shrine,
which boasts a long history, near its summit. E'ﬁ'

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The SE-17 area near the national highway is surprisingly rich
in nature and is an area where waterfalls are concentrated.
Around Nashikidaira in Oosuge-cho, Satomi

District, there are "Kajikazawa-Otaki ONSITEW
Waterfall," "Kajikazawa-Metaki Waterfall," E '.'E
and "Sugaya-Fudoson Waterfall" along the
Kajikazawa stream, and you can see these

waterfalls when walking this map course.
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The five mountains, called "Five Mountains of Hitachi," have
long been considered sacred places of mountain worship.
The rugged geography and rocky shape of

the mountain have also givenit powerasa N SITEW
mountain for mountain asceticism. The
Hitachi-Gozan mountains, which secretly E '.'E
protect the northern region of Ibaraki
Prefecture, are so powerful and have such a
long history that they cannot be ignored
even by those in power at the time.
